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General Rules and Program Guidelines

Each team will be required to produce their own programme and menu. This is to be handed in at the start of the camp, where marks will be awarded for content and presentation.

Below are some guidelines as to when certain events will happen during the weekend please build your program round these times. 

Please remember that you will also need a copy of the program / menu for your own use.

Each team must inform the judges before they start to eat and set aside a portion of food for the judges (Please note part of the marks will be on presentation).

Boots must be worn when using axes and saws. This is also required for collecting wood from the woodpile. Please see current axe and saw guidelines from the scout association for further info. 

All injuries must be reported to the Competition First Aider and Camp organisers as soon as practical.

	How Tidy the personal tents is?. 1 will be picked at random by the judges. 

	Kitchen 
	How tidy and clean the kitchen and food preparation area is? 

	Storage
	How tidy your storage tent is? 

	Fire Wood Pile
	Is your wood tidy and Graded into different sizes ready to be used. Is their enough wood that you currently need. (Having more then you need will also be penalised

	General Hygiene 
	Is the site tidy, Rubbish extra

	Tents
	Are your tents pitched correctly. Please remember if judges or advisors tell you about something, I would recommend doing it. 

	Camp Gadgets
	Do you have any camp gadgets, Wet and Dry pit are essential, Washing up stand, mug tree, boot scrapper are ideas. Any novel or innovative ideas may provide higher points
